FREIBURG CANALS

The “Bachle” or canals run through
the old town and it is impossible

to imagine Freiburg without them.
They used to serve as canals for fire-
fighting water, among other things.
Today, the "Bachle” are a refreshing
cool-off for young and old in the
summer - but be careful: according
to the legend, anyone who takes a
dip will marry a Freiburg citizen!
